“Jesus said, ‘The time is coming and is already here when true worshipers will worship the Father 
in spirit and in truth.  The Father is looking for anyone who will worship him that way.  For God is 
Spirit, so those who worship him must worship in spirit and in truth.”  John 4:23-24 

• Evangelism:  Jesus came into the world to save those who are lost and established the church to 
spread the Good News to the ends of the earth.  We are called to spread this Good News of Jesus 
Christ to non-believers.  “You are the light of the world – like a city on a mountain, glowing in the 
night for all to see.  Don’t hide your light under a basket!  Instead, put it on a stand and let it shine 
for all.  In the same way, let your good deeds shine out for all to see, so that everyone will praise 
your heavenly Father.”  Matthew 5:14-16 

• Nurture:  We believe that Bible Study and prayer are essential for developing maturity as Christian 
disciples and making us better prepared to be Christian examples for others.  We value the loving 
relationships present in our families and our church family.  We are a church that believes we are all 
accountable to utilize the time, talent, and treasure God has given us in order to make a difference.
